and a witness for the gospel! The challenge for this year is to have 100 LITN event locations working together and setup throughout
central and eastern Pennsylvania, literally setting this part of the state of Pennsylvania ablaze of God’s Glory! This is a great
opportunity for your church to be an active part of the Body of Christ as we work together with other churches and teams, radio and
TV programs to push back the darkness of Halloween. This event is a great way to also work with local fire and police teams to create
great relationships that last long after the event.

Whether you can host a small location event on a street corner with a team of 5 to 10 people or a large community park event with
20 to 30 volunteers it will still be a light in the darkness. Even one small candle can light up a room; imagine what millions of watts
and candlepower of light from 100 locations would do to light up a region. They may even be able to see us from the space station!
But more important than anything is that God will see His people standing as a light and force against the darkness and touching lives
with His love.

Guidelines for partnership and being an event host site:

e Locally advertise your event site as a regional “Light in the Night Safe Zone” event location through flyers and signage.

e  Contact your local fire and police departments as part of the Safe Zone areas

e Working with other local charities located in your communities (YMCA and others)

e  Posting banners and signs ahead of time to let the community know about event

e Issuing a press release to your local newspaper about your “Light In The Night Safe Zone Event”
